1 The Indians increasingly were required to pay more and more pesos, livestock, and other tangible goods. Each time jump, the people were required to give more.
2 They were originally required to send a handful of their own people, but later negotiated a sending of pesos and gold instead.

3 The government officials seemed to have a deplorable job being under constant scrutiny.

4 The system consistently taxed production and caused the people to not only loose their cash on hand, but large amounts of their outputted goods.

5 The encomienda system seemed to suffer from arbitrary increasing of demands. The original collections were minimal, only a small amount of pesos, 192, but gradually grew to well over triple the amount to 964. Not only that, but the output tax on their productivity probably crippled them.
1 The Indians’ grievances didn’t seem to be enough to have the case be found in their favor. Feeling the pressure, the brought up old, slightly unverifiable problems to help their case.
2 They complain of theft, harsh words, dog bites, beatings, cuts and bruises.
3 Juan Ponce seems to feel superior to the Indian people and thinks that he is above the laws that were set in place. He dosent think that they are on the same level with him, and feels like he should be able to treat them as he does.
