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A. In  Sex: Does It Make a Difference? boys are more inclined to attribute academic success to their own efforts, while girls look to outside forces or luck as the source (Grambs and Waetjen 2-3). Having more academic control over performance related to failure is a characteristic of girls (Grambs and Waetjen 3). Although, when it comes to failures, boys find that they fail as a result of bad luck or external causes, while girls blame themselves (Grambs and Waetjen 2-157). 
B.  “Girls express feelings of grater academic control over their academic performance, but this is apt to be related to failure rather than success,” according to Sex: Does It Make a Difference? (Grambs and Waetjen 3). 
C.  Sex: Does It Make a Difference? claims that failing grades are given by teachers who are more concerned with covering the subject matter, rather than considering the feelings of students or being biased by their age, sex, or subject taught (Grambs and Waetjen 1-2 and 166). Bad attitude toward students is a key factor in the reason why certain teachers are more apt to fail their students (Grambs and Waetjen 2). 
D. According to Sex: Does It Make a Difference?, “The most important factor seemed to be attitude toward students: teachers with a poor classroom atmosphere who were more interested in covering the subject matter than in the feelings of students were far more apt to fail students – irrespective of teacher age, sex, or subject taught (Grambs and Waetjen 166). 
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
